Steps to establishing new electric service

When the weather warms up like it does
this time of year, more consumers inquire
about establishing new electric service for their
new home.

The process is more time consuming and
involved than most consumers realize. It’s pos-
sible for it to take from four to six weeks from
your initial request to completion.

First contact. With your initial contact to the
Cooperative, South Central Power will need to
know your name, Social Security number and
the location where service is requested. It’s
helpful if your new home site has been
assigned an address by the U.S. Postal Service.
If not, a nearby address can help us pinpoint
your home’s exact location.

Join the Cooperative. If you are not already
a Cooperative member when you call or visit,
it’s necessary to sign a South Central member-
ship application.

Meet the field engineer. If your home is
already staked, a field engineer will meet with
you at the site of your new home. If the house
is not staked at the time of your service
request, contact us again when work has pro-
gressed to that point. If applicable, the well and
septic systems should be identified, too.

When you meet with the field engineer, he or
she reviews your construction plans and
assesses the steps needed to provide you with
electricity. Depending on the house’s location,
he or she will determine such things as
whether or not new electric poles will need to
be set, as well as the type of meter, transformer
and wire size to be used.

Easements. If providing your new service
requires setting poles, South Central Power
must have an easement from the property
owner and any affected adjacent neighbors.
This assures that the Co-op is able to maintain
the line and the equipment, as well as keep the
equipment on the property whenever it trans-
fers to someone else in the future.

In order to draw up an easement, the Co-op’s
right-of-way specialists prepare a legal ease-
ment description based on survey records, plat
maps and other records. South Central Power’s
standard easement width varies depending on
the type of line being built. The right-of-way
specialist contacts you about the easement,
which must be signed by the property owner
and two witnesses. It must also be notarized
before South Central Power files it with the
appropriate county recorder’s office.

In some cases, the new lines require the
Cooperative to cross another property owner’s
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land to provide you with electric service. The
right-of-way specialist contacts those neigh-
bors and secures the needed easements. If a
neighbor is not agreeable, he attempts to find
another service route to your home.

Occasionally, there are cases where South
Central Power must run a line across a state
highway to reach a consumer. If that’s the case,
a highway permit is needed. Unfortunately, this
step alone can delay new service by four to six
weeks, depending on the classification of the
highway.

Vegetation Control. It might be necessary to
cut or trim trees before your electric line can be
built. Vegetation Control will work with you to
schedule cutting and trimming.

Building the line. The day before the job is
scheduled, the warehouseworker gathers the
needed materials. In the morning, line crews
load their trucks with the equipment they need
for that day’s jobs.

Your responsibilities. There are certain
tasks that our consumers are required to com-
plete. Meeting the Co-op’s specifications and
following our suggested timeline will go a long
way to keeping your service request moving
promptly.

South Central Power will do everything it can
to keep your construction on schedule, as well
as providing you with safe, reliable and eco-
nomical electricity.

Consider a security system, too

Construction is a perfect time to consider
a South Central Power security system. The
benefits of working with the Co-op at this
stage are that the telephone and electric
hookups for the control panel can be
pre-wired. Once you're in the home, South
Central Power then can install the wireless
monitors and sensors to protect you from
intrusion, fire and environmental concerns.
Personal safety and medic alert devices also
are available.

Typically, families choose a combination of
intrusion, fire and carbon monoxide sensors,
but additional sensors that monitor sump
pumps and temperature are available, too.

The low monthly monitoring fee includes
24-hour monitoring and a lifetime warranty
on all of your security equipment. The instal-
lation is free, and the the Co-op’s security
equipment is very affordable.

Avoid identity theft

Identity theft occurs when
your personal information is
stolen and used without your
knowledge to commit fraud or
other crimes. It can cost you
time and money, destroy your
credit and ruin your good
name.

Deter identity thieves by
safeguarding your personal
information.

Shred financial documents
before discarding them.

Do not carry your Social
Security card in your wallet or
print it on your checks. If
asked for it, offer another
form of identification. Never
use the last four digits as an
ATM or computer password.

Do not give out personal
information over the phone,
through the mail or on the
Internet unless you know
with certainty who you are
dealing with.

Never click on unsolicited
e-mail links. Install firewalls,
anti-spyware and antivirus
software to protect your home
computer.

Detect suspicious activity
by monitoring your financial
accounts. Some signs require
immediate attention:

e Bills that do not arrive as
expected.

e Unexpected credit card or
account statements.

e Calls, letters or bills about
purchases you did not
make.

e Credit denials for no appar-
ent reason.

Inspect your credit report
regularly. All three major
credit reporting agencies are
required to provide you with a
free credit report annually if
you ask for it.

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June 14 is Flag Day

The U.S. flag represents a
living country and is consid-
ered a living thing emblematic
of the respect and pride
Americans have for their
nation.

Colors. The red stands for
hardiness and valor. The
white represents purity and
innocence. The blue stands
for vigilance and justice.

Displaying the flag. When
flying the flag from a staff
that projects at an angle, the
union, or blue field with the
50 stars, should be at the
peak.

The Stars and Stripes
should be flown at the top of
a flagpole. Other flags are
flown beneath it.

When flown at half-mast,
hoist it briefly to the peak,
then lower it to half-mast.
Before removing it for the
day, raise it again to the top.

If hung against a wall verti-
cally or horizontally, the
union should be to the
observer’s left.

[luminate the flag if flown
through the night.

The flag should not be
drawn back, up or restricted
in any way. It always should
fall freely. It never should
touch the ground.

Disposal. When a flag is
weather-worn and tattered,
destroy it in a dignified way,
preferably by burning. Some
veterans organizations dis-
pose of flags for citizens.

Parades. When Old Glory
passes by, stand at attention
and place your right hand
over your heart. Hats should
be removed. It is proper for
military personnel in uniform
to salute.

Flag Day also is an appro-
priate time to recall the mov-
ing words of the “Pledge of
Allegiance” and all that Old
Glory has stood for the past
232 years.
